1. Russian folk music
Sources of the go back to folklore of Slavic tribes which lived in the territory of

Kievan Rus'. The Russian folk music wasn't uniform, it included Finno-Ugric,
Turkic and other prototypes. Still in the Russian folklore regional, often ethnic
traditions are felt. So, national and song art of the northern, western, southern,
central regions, settlements in basins of the large rivers — Oka, VVolga, Don has the
features [1]. In the 6th century a psaltery was one of widespread instruments of
Slavs.

Folk music of Slavs (Slavic folk music) — musical and poetic creativity of the
Slavic people, an integral part of the folk art transferred from generation to
generation, one of the most important components of national spiritual culture of
the Slavic people.

The folk music at Slavs includes rhythmic and melodiously organized musical and
folklore texts. It serves ceremonial, economic and labor, festive and leisure spheres
and is comprehended as means of magic impact on people, natural and
otherworldly powers.

National instruments in folklore are used usually in life of shepherds or for some
types of dances and songs. Are most widespread: string instruments (balalaika,
beep, psaltery, domra), wind instruments (pipe, zhaleyka, horn, kugikla or pan




pipe). Are mentioned in chronicles: military pipes, hunting horns, tambourines.
Such instruments as a bayan (accordion), the mandoline, a seven-stringed guitar
are associated with the Russian music.

The folk music was more song, than instrumental (perhaps, under the influence of
the church ban on the Russian musical instruments). In the middle of the 19th
century there was a new genre — a chastushka.

In national songs deeply and truthfully was reflected the history of the Russian
people since the most ancient times and to ours. In folklore life and traditions of
the people are reflected.

2. « The Royal Family».

At present the British royal family is headed by Queen Elizabeth. When the
Queen was born on the 21st of April 1926, her grandfather, King George V, was
on the throne and her uncle was his heir. The death of her grandfather and the
abdication of her uncle brought her father to the throne as King George VI.

Among Queen elizabeth's many duties are the regular visits she makes to
foreign countries, and especially those of the Commonwealth, whose interests and
welfare are very important to her. The Queen has allowed the BBC to make a
documentary film about the every day of the royal family. She also started the
tradition of the «walkabouty, an informal feature of an otherwise formal royal visit,
when she walks among the public crowds and stops to talk to some people.

The Queen is widely known for her interest in horses and horse-racing. She is
now president of the Save the Children Fund, Chancellor of the University of
London and carries out many public engagements.

Prince Andrew, Duke of York, served as a helicopter pilot in the Royal Navy.
In 1986 he married Miss Sarah Ferguson (Fergie, for short) and has two daughters.
Prince Edward is keen on the theatre. This interest began while he was at
university. He quit the Royal Marines, and is now pursuing a career with a
theatrical company.

The Queen Mother, the widow of the late King George VI, celebrated her one
hundred birthday in 2 000 and died in 2002. The queen's only sister, Princess
Margaret, Countess of Snowdon, is well-known for her charity work.

3. Artin Our Life

Art is an essential part of each state, city and person’s life. The word "art" has a set
of definitions, characteristics and peculiarities but each person imagines and
interprets it in a special way. People sometimes ask questions, "Is Dali's painting
art? And Shakespeare's sonnets?" and without hesitation or doubt they give a
positive answer to these questions. "And is a sunset, combining inexpressible
saturation colours, art? And the first smile of a child?" Every person has his own
answer to these questions because each of us has a personal view of the world and
we look at surrounding reality from differentangles.



Art plays a great role in our life as long as it makes us think about significant
problems and things, happening around us, till art excites human mind and does
not leave us indifferent. Great classical writers such as Pushkin, Tolstoy,
Dostoevsky, Bulgakov and others touched very important problems of mankind in
their works: love and hate, war and peace, guilt and repentance, talent and
mediocrity, friendship and betrayal. | think that dramatic plots, described in works
of these great authors, will help people to revalue their attitude to life, warn and
stop them from cruel, thoughtless or unfair actions.

Influence of art on people is great. It can makeus smile or cry, love or hate, be glad
or be worried. It can inspire or make us pluck up our courage when we are
spiritually and morally broken. Art sometimes can be the only means, which can
inspire a heroic deed or support us in a difficult situation. It was so during the years
of war.

In conclusion, | should say that irrespective of kind of art and its personal
perception, it occupies a very important place in our life. Art is also an essential
part of life and it has a direct influence on us.

4. British Museums

The Beryozka Choreographic Ensemble of Russian Folk Dance

When ensamble was founded in 1948 was entirely female. Ensemble was named
after first production Russian girls’ rounddanceLittleBirch (Berezka) staged in
1948 to themusic of theRussian folk round-dance song "Little Birch in *'. Although
it now features men, too, the ensemble’s main characters and performers are still
girls. Theensemble has more thanhan 100members and had concerts in morethan
50 Many past and nowadays female dancers are Honored Artists of USSR and
Russia. ”Berezka is famous around thewhole world especially by “the Chain” and
“the Birch Tree”dances.

The Alexandrov Russian Army Song and Dance Academic Ensemble

Ensemble is an official army choir of the Russian armed forces and year 1928 is
considered as the day of establishment. The ensemble consists of a male choir, an
orchestra, and a dance ensemble which make repertoire of more then 2 thousands
musical compositions. Repertoire include the songs of Russian composers, national
songs and dances, soldier dancing, spiritual music.

5. The British Education System.

All state schools in Britain are free, and schools provide their pupils with
books and equipment for their studies.

Nine million children attend 35.000 schools in Britain. Education is
compulsory from 5 till 16 years. Parents can choose to send their children to a
nursery school or a preschool playgroup to prepare them for the start of
compulsory education. Children start primary school at 5 and continue until they
are 11. Most children are taught together, boys and girls in the same class. At 11



most pupils go to secondary schools called comprehensives which accept a wide
range of children from all backgrounds and religious and ethnic groups. Ninety per
cent of secondary schools in England, Scotland and Wales are co-educational.

At 16 pupils take a national exam called «G. C. S. E.» (General Certificate
of Secondary Education) and then they can leave school if they wish. This is the
end of compulsory education.

Some 16-year-olds continue their studies in the sixth form at school or at a
sixth form college. The sixth form prepares for pupils a national exam called «A»
level (advanced level) at 18. You need «A» level to enter a university. Other 16-
year-olds choose to go to a college of further education to study for more practical
(vocational) diplomas relating to the world of work, such as hairdressing, typing or
mechanics.

Universities and colleges of higher education accept students with «A»
levels from 18. Students study for a degree which takes on average three years of
full-time study. Most students graduate at 21 wiu 22 and are given their degree at a
special graduation ceremony.

6. Folk song

The traditional ballad or folk song, in England at all events, is always strophical.
Not only is ballad music looked upon by traditional singers merely as a convenient
and beautiful way of reciting a ballad, but the ballad poetry itself is looked on as
nothing other than a convenient and beautiful way of telling a story. The art of the
traditional folk song is unconscious. Now there can be no doubt as to the
traditional method of singing a ballad. Clearness of diction, perfection of melodic
outline, and beauty of phrasing: these are the prominent characteristics of the best
traditional singers' art. The essential characteristics of the ballad singer's style is
summed up in the word “impersonal”; the singer must be absorbed in the song.
This is certainly true of what is now known as “community” singing.

7. British Traditions and Customs

Every nation becomes special by means of its own traditions and customs. There is
no other nation that clings to the past with the tenacity of the British. They are
really proud of their traditions, they cherish them. When we think of Britain we
often think of people drinking white tea, eating fish and chips, sitting by the
fireplace or wearing bowler hats, but there is much more in Britain than just those
things. Some British traditions are royal, such as the Changing of the Guard which
takes place every day at Buckingham Palace. The Trooping of the Colour happens
on the Queen’s official birthday. It’s a big colouful parade with hundreds of
soldiers and brass bands.

British holidays (Christmas, Easter, Guy Fawkes Night, Remembrance Day) are
especially rich in old traditions and customs. A traditional Christmas dinner



consists of roast turkey and potatoes, cranberry sauce, sweet mince pies and
Christmas pudding. On Christmas Eve children hang up their stockings around the
fireplace for Father Christmas to fill with presents. At Easter chocolate eggs are
given as presents symbolizing new life. Guy Fawkes Night is also known as
Bonfire Night because English people burn stuffed figures on bonfires. On
Remembrance Day red poppies are traditionally worn in memory of servicemen
who lost their lives in wars. National Morris Dancing can be seen throughout the
month of May in most of English villages. Groups of men and women wear
coloured costumes, carry white handkerchiefs and perform their lively folkdance.

One of Englishmen’s traditions is their tender love for animals. Pets are members
of English families and are protected by law. There are even special cemeteries for
animals in Great Britain.

Sports play an essential part in the life of Britain and it is a popular leisure activity.
Rugby, golf, cricket, polo and horse-racing are British national sports and they are
played on village greens and in towns on Sundays.

Politeness and punctuality are typical features of all British people. They often say
“Sorry”, “Please” and “Thank you” with a smiling face and they always try to
arrive on time.

The British are also traditional about their breakfast. They usually eat bacon and
eggs, a toast with orange jam, a bowl of cereals or porridge in the morning.

There are over 60 thousand pubs in the United Kingdom. Pubs are an important
part of British life too. People talk, eat, drink, meet their friends and relax there.

8. Russia

Russia is the world’s largest country, covering almost a seventh part of dry land. It
occupies the territory of 17 million square kilometers both in Europe and Asia. In
the north and in the east the country is washed by 12 seas which belong to the
Pacific and the Arctic oceans. In the west and in the south Russia borders on 14
countries including the former Soviet republics.

The surface of the country is various. It contains the East European plain, the West
Siberian plain, the Ural mountains, the Central Siberian plateau and the Far East.
As the territory of Russia is vast, there are various types of climate and vegetation
here, depending on latitude. We have zones of treeless tundra, taiga, deciduous
forests and grass-covered steppe.

Russia is also a land of long rivers and deep lakes. The Volga is the longest river in
Europe and the Yenisei and the Ob are the longest ones in Asia. Baikal and Ladoga
are the deepest Russian lakes.



The population of Russia is nearly 150 million people. The European part of the
state is more populated than the rest of it. People of many nationalities live in our
country. But Russians constitute four-fifths of the total population.

Russian culture abounds in names of outstanding people: scientists, writers,
composers, sportsmen. Everybody knows the names of Pushkin, Gagarin,
Mendeleev, Lomonosov or Tchaikovsky. Our villages are world-famous for their
national crafts: Dymkovo toys, Palekh painted boxes, Khokhloma wooden
tableware.

The Russian Federation is a parliamentary republic. President is the head of state.
Moscow is its capital. Today Russia cuts a great figure in the world. It is rich in
natural resources (coal, iron, gold, nickel, copper and aluminium) and is known as
one of the world’s largest exporters of oil, gas and grain. A lot of serious political
and economical changes have happened in Russia recently but | do believe in the
bright future of our country.

9. Wales

Wales is the country in the west of Great Britain. It is mainly a mountainous land
with a chiefly agricultural economy and an industrial and coal-mining area in the
south. The landscape is beautiful. Many English people move to Wales when they
retire.

Cardiff, a large city in the south, was chosen as the capital of Wales in 1955,
mainly because of its size. Since 1536, Wales has been governed by England and
the heir to the throne of England has the title of Prince of Wales, but Welsh people
have strong sense of identity. There is a Welsh National party which wants
independence from the United Kingdom and the Welsh language is still used in
certain parts of the country.

Welsh is an ancient Celtic language, similar to Breton, spoken in Brittany, France.
In the 60's Welsh was given equal status with English as an official language and is
used in the law courts. It is taught in school and some TV program are broadcast in
Welsh. However, only about 20% of the population speaks Welsh.

John Constable, one of the greatest landscape painters, was born in Sufford, on
June 11, 1776. He was the son of a wealthy miller. He began to take interest in
landscape painting while he was at grammar school. His father did not favour art as
a pro-fession. As a boy Constable worked almost secretly, painting in the cottage
of an amateur painter. His keen artistic interest was such that his father allowed
him to go to London in 1795, where he began to study painting. In 1799 Constable
entered the Royal Academy School in London. He was the first landscape painter
who considered that every painter should make his sketches direct from nature, that
is, working in the open air. Constable's art developed slowly. He tried to earn his
living by portraits. His heart was never in this and he achieved no popularity.
Constable was a realist.He put into his landscape cattle, horses, the people working
there.He put the smiling meadows, the sparkle of the sun on rain, or the stormy and



uncertain clouds.The most notable works of Constable are “Flatford Mill”, “The
White Horse”, “The Hay Wain”, “Waterloo Bridge”, “From Whitehall stairs and
others.In England Constable never received the recognition that he felt he was
due.The French were the first to acclaim Constable publicly.His influence upon
foreign painting schools has been powerful.Constable may truly be considered the
father of modern landscape painting.
